What a year of change, growth, and excitement 2010-2011 has been for Orphans Overseas! We are so thankful for the 

impact the support of so many volunteers and donors have made in our projects serving the needs of orphans worldwide.   

 

Thanks to you, many children are thriving today!  Baby Issah is one of the fortunate ones who received help on time.  Hearing his weak cry, a woman discov-

ered tiny Issah hidden among corn stalks while working in a community field. Police authorized him to be brought to our centre, dehydrated and malnour-

ished with the skin of an old man, wrinkled, dry and saggy though he was just a newborn.  Though they were not certain he would survive, our director and 

house mommies at Karibu Centre in Kenya named this tiny bundle Issah Hope, Swahili for òJesus Hopeó.  He weighed 1.5 kg on arrival and weathered two 

serious hospital stays with house mommies constantly at his side, loving him to health. Now Issah is a healthy, happy six-month old, weighing more than 4 

kg, oblivious to his precarious start. Daily our house mommies dream dreams with him as they pray for the man he may grow up to be; a man who changes 

the world-for good. Thanks to you, Orphans Overseas is able to give baby Issah the hope he would not otherwise have had.  

 

But there is more: 

 

¶ One of our families delighted in completing an adoption in China after nearly a five year wait from log-in with the China Council for Adoption Affairs.  

¶ Two Orphans Overseas families caught in the closure of Vietnam adoptions to US families adopted children from Ethiopia, thanks to the partnership 

with our colleagues at Childrenõs House International.  

¶ One of our domestic birth mothers selected an adoptive family to parent her baby. 

¶ Karibu Centre is operating at full capacity, enrolling 165 children in our all-day preschool, serving more than 27,000 meals to children in our slum com-

munity, housing 24 babies, including resettling two babies in their families, working with 8 single women and their babies to train them to live inde-

pendently, and hosting two Intel teams, one medical team from Sunset Presbyterian Church, and three groups of families and friends.  

¶ Orphan Impact, our humanitarian project in Vietnam served 840 orphan children in 9 different state-run orphanages and 3 childrenõs shelters in 6 dif-

ferent provinces, providing 3 hours of class per child per week. 

¶ Eleven pregnant women and seven babies lived at Community House, Orphans Overseasõ response to the overwhelming 40% of babies born in the US 

to women who face pregnancy alone. 

 

Andé we wanted you to know we have moved!  We are currently in temporary housing and have a new mailing address after being generously hosted by 

Sunset Presbyterian Church since our start twenty years ago.
